IB Full Diploma Admissions Policy
 
 
At Downtown Magnets High School, all students are afforded the opportunity to challenge themselves both academically and personally.  The aim of the IB programme at DMHS is to present students with challenging and enriching curriculum and enable teachers, parents, and community to support their growth while they learn.  
 
Procedures:
In alignment with both LAUSD and the IB’s Equity and Access policy, students choosing to participate in the IB Diploma Programme (IB DP) are not required to take an entrance exam.  There is no minimum standardized test score, grade point average, or subject grade that must be achieved for students and their families to consider the IB Programme.  
 
In order for a student to participate in the IB DP, he or she must first elect to take the challenge.  This requires students to join the IB Advisory class in grade 9.  During this time, students will learn details about the programme and, with their parents, participate in information sessions and IB activities sponsored by the IB Council.  
 

All students are individually counseled in order to help them determine their interest and commitment to the programme.  During the 9th grade year, the IB Coordinator meets with each student to discuss their career goals and academic interests.  At this time, all questions and concerns are addressed.  Commitment to the programme is made by the end of the 9th grade year.  All students who make a commitment to the programme will begin prerequisite courses for IB in the 10th grade.
 

Any decisions regarding the participation in the IB DP must be approved by each student’s parent or guardian as signified by his or her signing of the student’s course request form completed in the spring of the preceding year of enrollment.
 
Students who do not enroll in the IB DP programme, may have the opportunity to take individual courses in IB Math and/or Science, provided there is space.
